Ammunition 

Under current Royal Falkland Islands Police policy you, if your firearms licence is granted, will be able to hold a maximum of 3000 rounds of ammunition, which includes upto a maximum of 1000 rounds of any single calibre.

To manufacture ammunition for your own use, you need to apply in writing to the Chief Police Officer.
