Part E: Guidance Notes

1. That all firearms and ammunition forming the stock in trade of the dealer shall at all times be stored in such a manner that they cannot easily be removed from the premises without the consent of the dealer.

2. That insofar as is reasonably possible, ammunition shall not be stored in close proximity to any firearm in which it can be used and in shall every case be stored in a separate, secure container or place.

3. That a book or books shall be kept containing an accurate record of:

a. The description and identifying marks of all firearms and the description of all ammunition imported, manufactured or received by the dealer in the course of his business, the date of such importation, manufacture or receipt, and the name and address of the person from whom they were imported or received.

b. The description and identifying marks of all firearms and the description of all ammunition sold or transferred by the dealer in the course of his business, the date of such sale or transfer, and the name, address and firearms licence number of the purchaser or transferee.

4. That within the first seven days of each quarter, a return shall be submitted to the Chief Police Officer.  The return shall show all recordings in respect of the previous quarter the particulars of the dealer’s opening and closing stock of firearms and ammunition, and the same particulars as required by conditions 4a and 4b above.  The return in respect of firearms shall be in the form of return attached to this licence.

5. That the dealer shall on demand:

a. Produce the book or books required by condition 4 for the inspection of any police officer at such place and time as the officer may reasonably request.

b. Point out to any police officer all the firearms and ammunition in his possession and permit the officer to inspect the same.
